Be sure to have an adult advisor, and the 
support of your school, college, or nonprofit 
organization that can sponsor your group. 
The projects and activities you propose must 
be planned and carried out by youth, for 
youth. Projects planned solely by adults 
cannot be considered.   

The YOUTH have an ongoing program for 
studying the needs of Hillsdale County’s 
youth.  Priority funding will be given to 

those areas that creatively and responsibly 
propose solutions to those identified

GRANT PRESENTATION 
Youth and adult representatives from your 
project will be invited to meet with the YOUTH 
Advisory Council to present your plans and 
answer questions.  Each applicant will then be 
reviewed and voted upon by the YOUTH 
Advisory  Council.  The decision of the YOUTH 
is then recommended to the HCCF Board of 
Trustees, who make the final decision.
